A limited number of vendors will be selected to participate in the 2006 Thailand Day on Sunday, June 4, 2006 at King Bhumibol Square, and Harvard Square in Cambridge, Massachusetts.
The entire fee must accompany this application. If the application is not accepted, vendor will receive a full refund. Application fees can be refunded until May 14, 2006. After May 14, there are no refunds. 
General Information

1. The event will be held rain or shine.

2. Booths will be in the park.
3. Vendors provide their own tent, tables, chair, etc. If you need it, bring it.

4. Set up time is 6:30 am – 9:45 am only Sunday morning.. 
5. Booths cannot be taken down until the closing time. The vendors must move out the area by 7:30 PM.
6. Spaces measure 10’ x 10’. All products must fit within space. 
7. Space assignments will be made according to vendor type (craft or food) and your specified region. 
8. All vendors must provide trash bags, which must be disposed of as directed by Festival staff. 

9. Suggest decorating the booth based on the selected region of the country.  KTBF will assist if you need an idea or materials. 

Non-food Vendors/Crafts 

1. At least have products for selected region. The rest can be any other product although they are not Thai products.

2. A complete list of products to be sold must be included with application. All insignia and brand name merchandise must be licensed. (No unlicensed goods including knock-offs, copies, sports or team goods). 

Information Only

1. Displaying information and pictures should not conflict with the Thai-American culture.
2. Should not sell any products.
Food Vendors
1. Food should be the native food for the selected region.

2. Must complete Inspectional Service Form (include in application package)
3. Permits are granted by the City of Cambridge Inspectional Services Department.  You send the form back to us and we submit forms to the city for you.

4. All food service vendors will be inspected during the event by Fire Department and Inspectional Services. Non-compliance will result in removal from festival area.
5. Food carts must be equipped with fire extinguisher, sneeze guard, cold storage, trash, barrels and trash bags at assigned location.

6. No deep-fat frying or open flame BBQ allowed unless cooking is completely contained within approved commercial vending cart. Cooking oil may not be disposed of on the street or vendor will be fined.

7. Using propane must be met the regulations. All propane tanks/carts are subject to inspection by a Gas Inspector and Fire Department Inspector. Vendors using propane must pay an additional $25.
