Exhibition Rules of One World, Inc. 
Exhibitor Booth: Exhibitor will maintain booth in good condition and remain set up until the show closes. Exhibitor will not sublet booth space nor act as a dealer for any other exhibitor. Exhibitor agrees to arrange displays and any and all other materials in such a manner that does not disturb the sales of adjacent exhibitor booths, either physically or visually. One World, Inc reserves the right to make such changes in booth location and exhibit displays as it may deem necessary for the Festival. Exhibitor agrees that no refund will be made if they fail to occupy exhibit space as contracted for and provided by One World, Inc. 

Payment Terms: This application must be accompanied by the appropriate payments outlined on the application form. If your application is not accepted, the payments will be returned. Applications must be accompanied by payment in full via bank check, credit card, money order, or certified check. Checks will not be accepted after September 30, 2003. If cancellation is made, a fee equal to 25% of the total due on the application form will be charged. All cancellations must be made in writing and by certified mail. All checks returned by the bank will carry a $30 charge. Attorney fees for One World, Inc. due to non-compliance with Payment Terms will be charged to the Exhibitor at fault. 

Exhibitor Restrictions: No laser pointers, tattoo parlors, helium balloons, helium tanks, walking animal puppet, knife, free market type items, travel posters with commercial advertisements, political slogans, lotteries, drawings, similar games of chance, projectiles (objects which are fired, thrown, or otherwise projected or self-propelled, such as rockets), symbols or logos of any inflammatory nature, handouts, sign-up sheets, open flames, or live animals may be brought into the hall, sold, distributed, or displayed without prior written permission from One World, Inc. management. Food Exhibitors must have food manager certification and meet the appropriate Fire and facility regulations and maintain a fire extinguisher in the booth as required by fire regulations. Smoking is prohibited at all times inside the exhibition halls. 

Product Lines: One World, Inc. has the right to limit the product line of Exhibitors in the interest of non-competition. During the school hours, exhibitor can sell only products from the country or region it has applied for and accepted. During the general public hours crafts and general merchandise can be sold in addition to the ethic items.  Food Exhibitors are allowed to sell food and drinks to the public so long as it is "ethnic in nature" and from the region or country represented. Food Exhibitors cannot sell any carbonated drinks (e.g., Coke, Sprite, Pepsi, etc.) or liquor as this right is owned exclusively by the exhibit facility. All ethnic drinks and beverages sold by Food Exhibitors must be first approved by One World, Inc. Restricted products by Boston Concession will not be allowed in any form.  See Restricted Products list. Food Exhibitors must make their own arrangements for trash removal from their booths to the dumpster. Three ware washing bins and hands washing facilities will be provided by One World, Inc. in the common area.  No services for maintaining and operating Food Booths will be provided free of charge by One World, Inc. No deep-fat frying or propane is allowed in the exhibition facility. All food must be covered, and all booth workers must wear gloves and hair nets and follow food safety regulations required by Boston Board of Health . Exhibitors must decorate their booths, as well as the free cultural and educational booths so that it showcases the culture or region they represent. 

Tax and Permits: Exhibitor will obtain tax or other permits as required by local or state authorities. 

Shipping and Delivery of Goods: All goods shipped to the Festival must be plainly marked with the name of the consignee, the name "One World, Inc." and the booth number. Shipment cannot be delivered to the exhibit facility prior to 2 weeks before the show.  You must contract for this shipment directly with the official drayage contractor of the facility. All persons, articles, exhibits, fixtures, displays, and property of any kind and description shall be brought into and out of the exhibit facility only at and through those entrances and exits that the Festival management designates. 

Exhibitor Tickets: Four entrance passes will be provided for each Exhibitor. These passes are not transferable to regular Festival visitors. Any Exhibitor needing additional one-time entrance tickets may purchase them at a discount price of $5 on the set-up day, or at regular price thereafter. 

Festival Dress: Exhibitor and employees in the booth MUST be dressed in the traditional costume of the region represented at all times during the Festival.  Please help make this festival successful.
